The Arlington County Board on April 12 

voted to add three hours of weekly service 

to each branch library, including Glencar-

lyn, in the fiscal year 2012 budget. 

The board also approved longer hours on 

Sundays at the Shirlington and Columbia 

Pike libraries, and approved $258,000 in 

additional funding for new materials, in-

cluding e-books. 

The change in library hours takes effect 

July 1, the beginning of the new fiscal year. 

It is not known how the additional three 

hours will be allocated among the five days 

that Glencarlyn Library is open each week. 

Also of interest to Glencarlyn residents, 

the board added $370,000 to the budget 

for ñrestoration of seasonal programming 

at the Lubber Run Amphitheatre and 

other locations, and for Friday night hours 

at Lubber Run Community Center.ò The 

board also allocated $100,000 for study of 

capital needs toward the restoration of the 

Lubber Run Amphitheatre."  

The boardôs action came following re-

quests by the Glencarlyn Citizensô Associa-

tion and other groups to provide addi-

tional funding for both the libraries and 

the Lubber Run Amphitheatre. At the 

March GCA meeting, Glencarlyn residents 

voted to have the board increase funding 

for the libraries to add an additional three 

hours in each branch one evening a week 

and to increase funding for materials in 

the collections.  

In addition, residents voted to continue 

summer programs at the Lubber Run Am-

phitheatre and to make the necessary capi-

tal funds available for repairs or a modest 

renovation to ensure the facility is safe for 

both performers and the audience.

Dobson: The 

man who could 

do anything  

My aunts would need work done around 

the house and, when we were small, Dob-

son was the man who did the odd jobs that 

needed doing. He could use a scythe in the 

long grass behind the house, mow the 

lawn, clean a gutter, cut down a tree, 

mend a fence or build a shed. He was a 

man of many talents. 

Dobson was an African-American man 

who rode up from McLean on his bicycle 

every day and worked in the Glencarlyn 

community for all the folks that needed 

something done. He was a kind man who 

enjoyed his work and, I think, really 

looked after his clientele. 

His bicycle was a piece of artwork. It had 

one speed, wide tires and was adorned 

with some odd things Dobson had added 

to give him comfort and safety. The main 

things I remember were a wide, comfort-

able seat, a lantern on the back (for riding 

home late in the evening) and, as I recall, a 

light in the front.  

He got to work early in the morning and 

nothing was too large or too small for him 

to handle. He worked at a pace that ate up 

jobs quickly but seemingly without a great 

deal of effort on his part. It looked easy 

until you tried to do the job yourself.  

When he scythed the one-acre field behind 

the Auntiesô house (5500 S. 5th St.), he 

seemed to glide through the tall grass, 

cutting in great swaths as he walked. Be-

ing a young boy and wanting to know how 

to do the job, I asked once to try it myself. 

He gave the scythe to me after I had 

watched him do the job for some time. The 

scythe instantly changed from the magic 

tool of grass leveling to an unwieldy, cum-

bersome sharp instrument that I was sure 

would sever my feet from my legs at any 

minute.  

I carefully gave it back to Dobson, who 

smiled broadly, took it up and continued 

to work his way down the field with a 

grace and style that I could fully appreci-

ate. 

He was a very tolerant and hard working 

man who seemed content with helping the 

folks of Glencarlyn. When I was about 

eight, my folks told me that Dobson had 

been hit by a driver as he was peddling his 

way back home on a late evening. He died 

of the injuries sustained in the accident. 

Aunt Constance and Aunt Hadassah  

These two wonderful people lived next 

door to us. They had the house on the cor-

ner of 5th and Illinois Street. They had 

been school teachers and were two of the 

nicest people in the neighborhood. The old 

wooden frame house was a wonderful 

place to go and visit on a cold morning or 

during the warm summer ðor anytime. 

Aunt Hadassah loved her garden. She 

grew all the vegetables you could imagine. 

Corn, beans, asparagus, blackberries, 

raspberries, tomatoes, cabbage, rhubarb, 

lettuce é if it grew in the ground in Vir-

ginia, and it might be good to eat, she had 

it planted and it grew wonderfully!  

Everything but okra was in her garden. 

Why her interest in vegetables? She had 

diabetes and would not allow herself to 

ever become dependent on insulin. She 

took care of her problem with one of the 

greatest gardens in the county. It was large 

and she kept it perfect! 

Aunt Constance, on the other hand, had 

the greatest assortment of flowers imagin-

able. She grew ñBleeding Heartò roses, 

irises, mumsðflowers big and small, rang-

ing from the most fragrant scents to the 

spectacularly beautiful with no scent. And 

this was right next door to our house. 

One year Aunt Constance found me pick-

ing a rose for mother and she chastised me 

for not asking before picking. I felt 

ashamed and bad for a week. Later she 

told mother that it was a peace rose. When 

I tried to pick it, it certainly broke the 

peace at home! 

What kind of fertilizer did the Aunties 

use? The best compost in the county. We 

would rake up bushels of leaves out of the 

two yards and carry the leaves to a three-

bin area. The Aunties had Dobson make 

three large fenced-in areas that were each 

twenty-feet square. Into these bins we 

would load one yearôs leaves, so that we 

had a three-year cycle going. 

The first year, after the great bundle had 

been gathered (and that was a real chore), 

the Aunties would treat the bin with lime 

and then all that year we would put our 

garbage into the bin. This meant you dug a 

hole in the leaves, put the leftover egg 

shells, rinds, etc. from the meals into the 

leaves, then put in some lime and covered 

it with leaves.  

At the end of the year, after the new leaves 

had been put into the next bin, that first 

bin would lie fallow for a year and con-

tinue to decay. The third year it was ready 

to be spread onto the garden to help the

rich vegetables and magnificent flowers grow to their delightful 

and delicious sizes. 

The Aunties had inherited the house and the property around it. 

The property encompassed the land across the street on both 

sides of Illinois Street as well as the acre or so behind the 5500 S. 

5th St. house. It also covered three quarters of the way down the 

block to Jefferson Street. 

As time went on and the cost of living got more expensive for the 

two aging teachers, they found ways to keep up with most things. 

I remember going into their kitchen on a cold morning and find-

ing Aunt Hadassah building a fire in the old wood stove in the 

middle of the kitchen with wood that Dobson had cut. She would 

put on the pot on top of it and get the coffee going. Aunt Con-

stance would come down in a little while and have her coffee and 

the day would start. 

In the evening, particularly in the summer, Mr. Adler would 

walk down from his house at the corner of Illinois and 3 rd Street 

to play the piano in the Auntiesô living room. He had white hair 

like that of Albert Einstein, and he would do magic tricks 

(pulling a coin from behind an ear of a child) or he would ma-

nipulate a coin in his fingers as he effortlessly played up and 

down the scale. 

His music would fill the night in the spring and summer when 

the windows at the Aunties would be open to let the air condi-

tioning in (the only kind we had back then). One evening that 

remains in my mind is in the early summer with the field newly 

scythed (the fresh smell of cut grass), the wonderful scent of 

Aunt Constanceôs flowers (probably a mock orange), the sound 

of Mr. Adler playing fervently on the piano, and the view of the 

field, shadowed by the darkness of the trees, with the lightening 

bugs flickering up and up into the dark foliage. It was something 

to hold to your heart forever.  

Eventually, the Aunties decided to move into a home with only 

one floor. They sold the tennis court to a developer and had a 

house built just down the street from the large old wood frame 

house. They both still had their respective gardens and contin-

ued their lives as usual. 

The home of Constance and Hadassah Backus, which 

still stands at the corner of 5th Street and Illinois 

Street, as it looked in 1887.

As part of Glencarlyn Day, the preschool 

began hosting games as a way to include 

our kids in the celebrations and also raise 

funds. Fun Fair  is the result. The pre-

school, first as a community organization 

and now as a county program, has hosted 

Fun Fair for more than 50 years. 

What to Expect at the Fun Fair  

The Fun Fair has games tailored to 

younger kids, a ñmoon bounce,ò crafts, and 

open access to the playground.  

For the adults, we offer a raffle and Silent 

Auction. Among this yearôs items are a 

portrait session with a local photographer, 

dinner with the firemen at Station 2, res-

taurant gift certificates, a mini -kick 

scooter, ballet lessons, hand-made arts 

and crafts, theater ticketsðand more. 

And everyone loves our annual Cake Walk.  

Louise Peetz, a fixture at the preschool for 

more than 20 years, calls 10 rounds every 

Fun Fair. Each round results in a home-

made cake (ranging from grandmaôs favor-

ite recipe to elaborately decorated master-

pieces) for the winner. For the non-

winners, we sell home-made baked goods 

and gently-used toys.

The GCA is looking for Glencarlyn prop-

erty owners who would like to have trees 

planted on their lots at no cost through 

the Tree Canopy Fund (TCF).  

The TCF, which is administered by Arling-

tonians for a Clean Environment, is used 

to increase the tree canopy throughout 

Arlington. The program, which is funded 

by developers when they don't meet spe-

cific environmental goals, gives grants to 

community groups to have the trees 

planted on private property. The goal is to 

increase the number of large trees to pro-

vide shade and shelter throughout the 

county. 

GCA is applying for trees in the TCF pro-

gram for the Glencarlyn neighborhood. 

We are looking for interested property 

owners who would be willing to have one 

or more trees planted on their lots, espe-

cially lots that donôt have many large trees 

already.  

This program is exclusively for private 

property. Neighborhood schools and park-

lands would not qualify.    

Trees provided are about two inches in 

diameter (6-feet to 15-feet tall)ð

significantly larger than the trees provided 

for free in the past as part of a separate 

county program. Trees delivered by the 

TCF program will be planted by contrac-

tors sometime between October and De-

cember.  

While the cost to property owners is free, 

they are responsible for future mainte-

nance of the trees, including watering and 

trimming.

News from Kenmore
