
  

GCA Previews AMCC Project  

The program at the Monday, November 7 

Glencarlyn Citizens' Association meeting 

will be on the Arlington Mill Community 

Center at Columbia Pike and Dinwiddie.  

The County purchased the site from 

Safeway in 1996 and after much planning  

has started construction.  The County has 

partnered with Public Private Alliances 

(PPA) to create a new mixed-use 

development on the centerôs existing site. 

The project will include the construction 

of a new community center, 192 rental 

apartments (including 61 affordable 

housing units), retail space, underground 

parking, and a new public plaza. The plaza 

can serve as an outdoor classroom or 

meeting space and also accommodate 

farmers markets, craft shows, festivals 

and other community events. This will be 

Arlington's first mixed -use and multi-level 

community center.   

We will have two guest speakers who are 

intimately involved in this project.  Mr. 

George May, who leads this overall project 

team in the Facilities Design and 

Construction Bureau of the Department of 

Environmental Services, will address the 

facility design, the 

building amenities and 

construction schedule.  

Mr. Wilfredo Calderon, 

of the Department of 

Parks, Recreation and 

Cultural Resources, will 

cover the types of 

activities which will 

likely be offered in the 

AMCC through PRCR.  

He will also cover general information 

regarding the programs and services 

which will be offered through other 

Departments including DHS and the 

Libraries.

Neighborhood Conservation  

Glencarlyn completed its Neighborhood 

Conservation Plan this summer (on our 

webpage). We are currently in the 

approval process. We presented the 

plan to the Neighborhood Conservation 

Advisory Committee in October, and 

will be presenting it to the Planning 

Commission and then the County Board 

in November.  

As we noted in the September Village 

View , the curb, gutter, sidewalk and 

street rebuilding project for the 5700 

block of 4th St, the 300 block of 

Lexington and part of the 300 block of 

Kensington was funded and is projected 

to begin in the summer or fall of 2012 

and be completed before winter. 

We are also in the process of getting 

signatures on the initial petition from 

homeowners for a similar project on the 

5700 block of 2nd Street and the 100 

block of Kensington.

Verizon Outage in July  

The letter the GCA sent to the Virginia 

State Corporation Commission (VSCC) 

regarding the several day Verizon 

outage in July and the poor 

communication to the customers is on 

the website.  Since then we received a 

letter from the VSCC in which they 

affirm that a local manager has 

contacted the GCA to explain the 

magnitude of the repair.  A trash truck 

hit and broke two overhead Verizon 

major cables.  One had 2100 pairs of 

wires and the other had 400 pair.  This 

means that up to 2500 phone lines were 

taken out of service.   

The damage to the cable was done on 

July 11, 2011, however Verizon could not 

begin restoration until the power 

company had replaced the damaged 

pole. The pole was replaced on July 12, 

2011 and Verizon started their work that 

same afternoon. The work required the 

insertion of a new section of cable, with 

each of the 5,000 wires (2500 pairs) 

being spliced on each end. Teams 

worked on the repair continually in 12 

hour shifts.  The work was coordinated 

so that the splices for each pair for a 

phone line were done together then 

checked.  This is why phone service was 

house by house over several days.  

According to Verizon, the work was 

completed on July 15, 2011. Although 

Verizonôs wanted this response, to close 

the complaint, we took exception and 

requested that they address the 

incorrect and incomplete information 

which was provided to the customers.  

We expect to hear back on that soon.  

Programs for Future Meetings  

Although we had planned to have a 

presentation on personal security at the 

October 3rd meeting, our speaker was 

unable to attend. We used that meeting 

as an opportunity to begin the 

discussion of the 125th anniversary (see 

articles on page 1) and to discuss some 

possible topics for upcoming meetings 

of the GCA.  We continued the 

discussion at the GCA Executive 

Committee meeting.  Other than 

programs relating to the 125th 

anniversary possible topics include:  

State Representative Hope for district 

47 in the spring after the legislative 

session;  a nature program drawing 

from the naturalists at Long Branch, 

structured so younger children could 

attend; Arlington Sister Cities program; 

opportunities for post high school youth 

involved in community activism; our 

Master Gardeners prior to the spring 

planting season, possibly in conjunction 

with a demonstration in the garden.  

Other activities, not necessarily part of 

GCA meetings would be a Glencarlyn 

specific event/activity at the Nature 

Center. 

We want to have programs which 

interest a number of residents, so 

please let us know which interest you 

or if you have any other suggestions. 

Tree Canopy Fund  

Tom Jonson was our neighborhood 

contact for Arlington Tree Canopy Fund 

(TCP) and spent a lot of time working 

with neighbors on this effort.  The TCP 

provides for planting trees to restore 

and increase Arlington County's tree 

cover.  The main source of funding will 

be developers, who will contribute when 

they cannot meet tree planting 

requirements on their property due to 

site constraints.  

 

The GCA application was approved with 

16 residents in the neighborhood 

requesting one or more trees.  The final 

result was everyone got one tree, even if 

they requested more.  We expect 

contractors will be out planting the trees 

in late October to December. For those 

who missed out, this program should be 

around next year as well, in a similar 

format.
