some overhead.

Kresh said the cuts were made after compar-
ing the circulation, visits, and other measures

of activities at county libraries.

In 2008, Glencarlyn was just 2.3 percent of

the total system activity, while Cherrydale was
4.4 percent and Aurora Hills 4.9 percent 8 the

three lowest branches in the county.

In total, Arlington libraries are slated to take
reductions of $936,000, or 7 percent, with about
half affecting service, such as hours, programs
and material acquisitions, including reductions

in funding for materials from the state. In mak-
ing the cuts, Kresh said she tried to balance staff-

Resolution Opposing the Branch Library Reductions
For the March 24 Budget Hearing

The following GCA resolution was presented to the County Board at the March 24 Public Budget Hearing.

At the March 2,
Association (GCA) meeting, after hearing
presentations from the Budget Director
and Director of the Libraries, GCA mem-
bers voted unanimously in favor of the
following position.

The members of the GCA recognize that
there are serious financial issues to which
the County Government and each Depart-
ment need to respond. However, the GCA
strongly disagrees with the 2010 budget
proposal to reduce hours in the Glencarlyn
library by 50 percent.

The rationale offered for cutting the hours
for Glencarlyn and two other branch li-
braries by 50 percent is that they repre-
sent a small portion of the overall activity
of the system using

The Glencarlyn library is more than just
metrics of usage.

1) A large number of Kenmore and Carlin
Springs students use the library, many
several times a week. Many use the library
for Internet research, which is required for
school projects. A large number of the
students at those schools come from fami-
lies which do not have Internet access at
home. Computers which are now heavily
used will require long waits if the number
of days is reduced.

2) Over the past six months, there have
been numerous stories in the news de-
scribing that as the economy dips, more
adults are using the libraries. Not only are
they using it to borrow instead of buy
books, but to get access to the Internet,

will only increase in the coming months as
the recession continues. For residents who
live just south of Glencarlyn, cutting hours
in half will be a significant burden. Here
too, the wait for computer will signifi-
cantly increase if days are cut.

3) The Glencarlyn Library is located in the
heart of our community and is part of the
core around which our neighborhood has
developed. The original library was built
by the community in 1922, deeded to the
County in 1959 and rebuilt in 1962. Half of
the homes in the neighborhood were built
since the 19406s.
was a significant factor to many who pur-
chased homes in Glencarlyn over the past

4) The Carlin Hall Preschool uses the li-
brary twice a week.

5) The County recently put sidewalks from
the Glencarlyn library to Kenmore as part
of the safe routes to school. The location
is also a school bus stop for several buses.

6) Through neighborhood efforts, there
has been considerable time and effort as
well as funding invested in developing a
Community Garden around the library,
which serves to enhance the library and
the lives of everyone who visits it.

As for the metrics, although they may be
useful in providing an overview of the ac-
tivity, using them to justify massive reduc-
tions in a selected few branches is funda-
mentally flawed. Because of funding prob-
lems in past years, many branches have

programs. This has driven down the met-
rics which are currently being cited. If
there are further reductions in hours, the
metrics will only get much worse.

The proposed 2010 budget will apply the
full reduction in library hours by cutting in
half the days the three small libraries are
open. Since those three libraries account
for less than 10% of the total staffing, this
reduction achieves relatively small savings
but creates a huge impact on those com-
munities . As noted before, the impact in
Glencarlyn will affect a large number of

The Glencarlyn community supports the
use of part of the .3 cent tax rate between
ths proposed budget and the advertised
rate to avoid the reduction in hours of
Glencarlyn.

Glencarlyn residents are also willing to
step forward with additional volunteers to
help supplement some of the programs
and staffing at the library.

If the Board finds that it is absolutely nec-
essary for there to be reductions in library
hours for 2010 budget, the GCA requests
that the Board direct the Director of the
Libraries to spread these proposed draco-
nian reductions in hours on a more equita-
ble basis acrossall of the libraries and not
just on the three smallest branches.

You could win for having the most exotic
contraption, the most unique thing that
flew, and the most decorative. But the real
winner was the highest flying kite.

How do you determine how high a kite
flies? Geometry? Special instruments?
Nah! We used a simpler method.

the kite. There IS a physics lesson here
somewhere, though.
