The overall tax and fee burden for the av-

erage Arlington household is expected to 

increase from $6,051 to $6,286, an in-

crease of 3.9 percent, or about $20 a 

month, under the proposed Arlington 

County fiscal year 2011 budget, according 

to Richard Stephenson, Arlington's 

Budget Director.  

Stephenson discussed the proposed  

Arlington County budget at the March 

meeting of the Glencarlyn Citizensô Asso-

ciation. Diane Kresh, the Director of the 

Arlington County Libraries, also spoke at 

the meeting and discussed the library 

budget with neighborhood residents.  

The County Manager submitted a budget 

proposal to the County Board that would 

raise the real estate tax rate 6.7 cents, 

from 87.5 cents to 94.2 cents. It would 

also increase slightly the household refuse 

fees and charges for water and sewer ser-

vice. These increases are designed to off-

set the drop in residential and commercial 

property assessments.  

The County Board will review and make 

changes to the proposed budget, including 

raising the tax rate to the recently adver-

tised ceiling of 96.5 cents.  

Even with the Manager's proposed in-

crease of 6.7 cents, all departments face 

significant reductions. Departments that 

do not provide public safety will see much 

larger percentage reductions. The 2010 

budget included a lot of internal and back-

room reductions. For 2011, many more of 

the reductions are in visible public ser-

vices.   

Listed here are a few of the changes that 

directly affect Glencarlyn under the cur-

Don't Forget to Complete Your 2010 

Census Form  

The 2010 Census questionnaire has only 

10 questions and  will take less than 10 

minutes to complete. It will be mailed or 

delivered to every U.S. household in 

March. The questions should be answered 

based on household composition as of 

April 1, 2010.  

The census is a count of everyone, docu-

mented and undocumented, living in the 

United States. It takes place every 10 

years. All responses are confidential and 

protected by law.  The census does not 

share any personal information with any-

oneðincluding agencies such as ICE 

(immigration), the FBI, the IRS, police, 

welfare agencies, etc. Federal law protects 

the personal information you share during 

the census for 72 years.  

The census is mandated by the U.S. Con-

stitution and is used to distribute Con-

gressional seats to states. Census data are 

also used to distribute $400 billion in 

federal funds to states and localities each 

year for hospitals, schools, emergency and 

other public needs. Help us make sure our 

community gets full representation and 

resources by completing your census 

form.  

County Offers Free Shade Trees  

Glencarlyn has lost many of our wonderful 

large canopy trees from snow, wind, dis-

ease and other causes. We need more 

large trees to provide cooling shade, help 

clean the air, reduce noise levels, provide 

homes for birds and absorb storm water 

runoff.   

To encourage this renewal county-wide, 

Arlington County Parks and Natural Re-

sources Division is again offering a variety 

of tree whips for residents. The tree whips 

are approximately three to five feet in 

height and are potted in two-gallon con-

tainers. Due to limited quantities, there is 

only one tree per household.  

This year, volunteer Tree Stewards are 

available to answer questions and assist in 

selecting the right tree to fit in the right 

place in your yard. To request a tree or to 

speak with a volunteer Tree Steward, con-

tact our neighborhood tree coordinator,

 The deadline to contact Paul to request a 

tree is April 23.  

Three varieties of large and of one small 

shade trees are being offered this year.  

Large trees:  

 Å American sycamore (Platanus occiden-

talis) ï  This is a large and spreading 

shade tree with showy white, cream, olive 

and gray bark. For information:

 Å Swamp white oak (Quercus bicolor) ï 

This large shade tree adapts well to dry, 

wet and flooding areas as well as tolerates
