Summary of the Proposed Change in
Carlin Hall Access and Fees

The Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) has proposed
that the County take over the scheduling of Carlin Hall and
impose the fees that are charged at other facilities under their
management.

This would include both a rental fee and the cost for staff to be
on site to monitor the use. This would be approximately $140
for a two hour party. GCA sponsored events would be able to
continue with no charges. Groups open to the public, such as
scouts, would be offered use in other community centers or
schools but be would be scheduled through DPR facilities
management.

The reasons given for the change were twofold: first the need
for the County to provide equal access and fees for all of it
facilities and second the issue of liability associated with the
facility and possible actions for Carlin Hall being handled
differently.

After the presentation it was agreed that a resolution would be
drafted and voted on at a December 1 GCA meeting. The
resolution and a cover letter would be sent to the County Board
with a copy going to staff.

After the resolution is approved in December, GCA will provide
some points for residents to use in correspondence with the
County Board. Additionally GCA may ask residents to attend a
specific Board meeting where GCA would address this topic to
the Board.

The Northern Virginia real estate market
experienced some positive trends in
September. Homes across the region are
selling in about six weeks or less on
average. The Northern Virginia market
includes the city of Alexandria and
Arlington, Fairfax, Loudoun, and Prince
William counties.

Homes have continued to sell rapidly
throughout Northern Virginia, according to
September data. In Arlington County, the
average days on market (DOM) was 34
days, followed by Fairfax County with a

DOM of 36 days. Alexandria City
experienced an average DOM of 39 days,
while Prince William and Loudoun
counties followed with DOMs of 41 days
and 42 days, respectively.

The number of units sold in the Northern
Virginia region decreased in all areas
except Arlington County, which
experienced an 8% increase, when
compared to September 2013. Other areas
saw declines that ranged from 8% to 16%.
Similarly, median sale prices throughout
the region decreased in all areas but one.

Arlington County experienced no change,
Fairfax, Loudoun and Prince William each
saw a 1% decrease, and Alexandria City
saw an 11% drop.

Inventory increased throughout the entire
region when compared to the same month
last year. Alexandria City saw a 12%, and
Prince William County increased 27%. In
Fairfax County inventory rose by 30%,
while it rose by 36% in Arlington County
and 37% in Loudoun County.

Year to date there have been 8 homes sold
and settled in Glencarlyn with an average
DOM of 49 days, an average list price of
$699,025 and an average sales price of
$697,669. There are currently 5 homes
active - average DOM of 91 days.

It drained to a spot on the west side of Jefferson
Street in the park and thus, followed its way to the Four Mile
Run Stream. This old system provided a steady flow of water
most of the year to the small deep stream bed leading to Four

Mile Run Stream.
