Shhhh! County Noise Restrictions  

Now that  warm weather has arrived, we 

are  sliding into our summer behavior. 

Many of us are leaving our windows open 

in the evening to let in fresh air. At the 

same time folks are enjoying their eve-

nings outdoors, often with friends. Prob-

lems occur when the music, loud talking 

and other noise from the outdoor activi-

ties continues into the late evening and 

disturbs the neighbors. Sound travels 

surprisingly far in the still of the evening.  

In an attempt to foster good neighborly 

relationships, your GCA Executive Com-

mittee is encouraging everyone to be es-

pecially considerate of your neighbors 

with respect to noise in the evenings.  

The GCA has been contacted by a number 

of residents asking what they should do 

about noise which continues well past 10 

p.m.  In a number of cases the late noisy 

activities occur on a regular basis.  There 

is a county noise ordinance requiring that 

sounds be reduced after 9 p.m., including 

weekends.  

We checked with 

the Arlington 

Police, who pro-

vided some use-

ful suggestions. 

If you are both-

ered by the noise 

and have a rea-

sonably good 

relationship with your neighbors, you 

should try to discuss this with them. You 

may even ask other  neighbors to mention 

it also.   

If that does not resolve the problem, you 

can contact the police to report the noise 

if it continues well past 9 p.m. It is best if 

the police come while the noise is occur-

ring so they can hear the level and discuss 

it with your neighbor.    

If you are planning to have a party, let 

your neighbors know in advance that

Library Reductions  

A reduction in library hours begins  

July 1 at the Glencarlyn Branch, but as of 

June 10, Arlington County officials had 

not made a final decision on how they 

will implement the planned reduction of 

eight hours per week. 

The county is reportedly considering two 

main alternatives. One would eliminate 

library service on Friday, the lowest day 

of usage, while the other alternative 

would reduce library hours to just four 

hours on Thursdays and Fridays. We will 

publicize the decision in our Glencarlyn 

Update email.

This has been a very interesting year.  

None of us expected that we would be 

spending many, many hours this spring 

trying to halt the proposed three -day clo-

sure of the Glencarlyn Branch of the Li-

brary. But the response from the 

neighborhood was wonderful. We passed a 

strong resolution based on a discussion at 

the March meeting; many of you wrote the 

County Board; and many attended the 

budget hearings.  

Although the countyôs decision to cut 

branch hours by one day (eight hours) was 

not what we had hoped, it was a consid-

erably better outcome than the original 

proposal. 

On the positive side, we developed a num-

ber of great ideas to get more people in-

volved in neighborhood activities. Several 

of these events have already occurred: the 

Easter Egg Hunt; the Stream Clean Up/

Hot Dog Roast; and the Yard Sale.  

We also are launching a Glencarlyn Photo 

Contest this summer (see page 12 for de-

tails). In addition, we are trying to gauge 

the interest in holding informal potlucks/

grill -outs during the summer at Carlin 

Hall, including possibly one for adults or 

singles only.  

The most gratifying aspect of these new 

events and the activities at Glencarlyn Day 

is not that they were successful in the 

number of people attending, but that they 

have included many new neighbors, young 

families, and others who had not previ-

ously been involved. 

One unexpected surprise occurred when 

one of our neighbors, Edwin Veizaga, ar-

ranged to have a Bolivian Dance group in 

the Glencarlyn Day Parade. This group 

created a lot of excitement throughout the 

neighborhood, and it brought new people 

of South and Central American origins to 

watch the parade.  

I have had a number of neighbors thank 

me for what the GCA has been doing. Yes, 

I have spent a lot of time working on 

neighborhood activities. However, much 

of the credit for our successes belongs to 

all of the officers of the GCA, the newslet-

ter editor, webmaster and elected dele-

gates that make up the Executive Commit-

tee.  

I canôt thank them enough for their sup-

port and willingness to step up and help 

do what needs to be done. Doug LeRoy has 

done a great job of keeping great commu-

nications by way of the Glencarlyn Update 

and Steve LeSueur has done the same 

through the Village View . I look forward 

to working with them again and having 

another successful year.  

In closing, I want to thank Anthony 

Hardenburgh and his wife Teri, who to-

gether have done an outstanding job help-

ing the GCA identify and conduct activities 

of interest to the families with young chil-

dren.

Twinkling, Blinking Bugs

After the April and May showers, the days 
start to get brighter and heat up as sum-
mer begins. School is out and kids and 
families enjoy some 
of their fondest 
memories outdoors: 
the sweet, cool taste 
of ice cream after a 
hot day of playing 
outside or the feel-
ing of the cool grass 
under your feet as 
you catch twinkling 
fireflies in the night 
sky. 

These twinkling 
creatures, a type of 
beetle to be precise, 
fascinate everyone 
from young to old. 
Believe it or not, 
there are about 
2,000 species of 
fireflies worldwide ð
each with its own 
distinct blinking 
pattern.  

Fireflies are able to illuminate by produc-
ing a special chemical reaction in their 
bodies that generates light and very little 
heatðthatôs why they arenôt hot when you 
catch them.  When you see them blinking 
in the summer, they are trying to attract 
mates. The males will blink in the air and 

the females blink 
from below, on a 
blade of grass or a 
bush.

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Remembering Glencarlyn  

Dodging Trains

In my youth, we 
had a marvelous 
machine that could 
transform a penny 
from a circular 

piece of art into an 
oblong, very thin 
copper wafer in 
less than a second!  

It was called a ñtrain.ò Just place the 
penny on the track before the train came 
and right afterwards the magic was done. 

The Washington & Old Dominion 
(WO&D) line ran from Alexandria to 
Bluemont, Va. It was originally started in 
1850 to run goods from Alexandria to the 
Appalachians and to get coal from that 
western area to the port of Alexandria.  

The businessmen who started it ran out of 
money and the rail line ended up provid-
ing passenger service thrice daily from 
Purcellville to Alexandria. This train got 
nicknamed the ñVirginia Creeperò because 
of its slow speeds. Passenger service was 
supplanted by auto use in 1951 and the rail 
line then became a freight only rail line 
until 1968 when it ceased operations. 

Grandmother Backus used to take the 
train from Glencarlyn (transferring in Al-
exandria to a trolley) to teach school in the 
1940s in Washington.  

She boarded the train at the end of Jeffer-

son Street at the Glencarlyn station. The 
Glencarlyn station is long gone, but there 
are still old rail stations commemorating  
the line located in Reston/Sunset Hill, 
Herndon, Hamilton, Purcellville and 
Round Hill.  

In Arlington, at the Bluemont Junction 
Parkðacross the stream from the tennis 
courtsðis a caboose, set up by the North-
ern Virginia Park Authority (NVPA) in 
commemoration of the W&OD line. The 
caboose is open on the weekends during 
the summer. (See page 11 for details). 

The rail right of way was purchased by the 
NVPA in pieces over several years until it 
now spans a paved bike path over 44.8 
miles long from Shirlington to Purcellville. 
Concluded in 1988, the trail is still owned 
and operated by the NVPA with the assis-
tance of Friends of the Old Dominion 
Trail.  This is a fun bike path because it 

crosses several  roads but doesnôt seem to 
parallel many roads.  

This means itôs more secluded and bucolic 
than the bike path from Washington to 
Alexandria and Mount Vernon.  And be-
cause itôs paved, it is  much more comfort-
able than the ride up the C&O Canal tow 

path.  

If you like to bike ride, itôs a fun and easy 
trip. The best way is to start in Shirlington 
or Glencarlyn and ride UPHILL toward 
Purcellville, and then DOWNHILL on the 
way home. Your legs will appreciate the 
down slope coming back. 

Aside from the transformative powers the 
train had over small coins, the rails pro-
vided a wonderful place to walk. I never 
knew anyone to ñhitchhikeò on the trains, 
but it could have happened, given the slow 
speeds the trains traveled. 

The silvered steel rails are set 4ô8.5ò 
apartðwhich, by the way, was determined 
by the British who preceded us in rail de-
velopment. That width was determined by 
the width of the two horsesô derrieres used 
to pull carts.  

The Northern states adopted this uniform 
gauge of track, but the Southern states 
didnôt. According to some historians, this 
was one reason the South lost the Civil 
War, because of its inability to easily 

transport goods and personnel on the 
varying rail lines in the South.    

The rails are held in place by ñsleepersò or 
rail ties made of creosote-soaked wood 
about 6-feet long and set at 2-foot inter-

vals under the rails. 

The rails are much easier on the feet than 
trying to walk on the ties. You can easily 
trip on the ties if you donôt pay attention.  

The rails, on the other hand, let you look 
at where you were going and at the scenery 
without tripping. The only catch was keep-

ing your balance and staying on the rail.  

But for me, walking the rails eventually 
became very easy. The furthest I got with-
out losing my balance and falling off the 
rails was from Columbia Pike to the Jeffer-
son Street Park.  Of course, I always got off 
the rails and onto the ties to cross the tres-
tles (bridges). That was the mature thing 
to do. 

Youth and a challengeðor maybe just not 
wanting to get off the rails)ðled me to the 
NEXT STEP. The NEXT STEP was to walk 

the rails across the trestles over the 
streams. 

A combination of balance and overcoming 
acrophobia made this exciting.  The view 
through the ties was about 30 feet down to 
the stream. The ties themselves stick out 
no more than a foot on either side of the 
rails. And there were no hand rails on tres-
tles! Not then, anyway.   

Thus, if you lost your balance, you would 
always try to fall toward the other rail. If 

you fell the other way, you had better be 
able to fly or bounce.
