Arlington Mill and Columbia  

Pike Library  

Arlington County has put together a Steer-

ing Committee for the development of the 

Arlington Mill county complex, which will 

replace the current building at Columbia 

Pike and Dinwiddie Street.   

The committee was asked to identify addi-

tional county services and organizations 

that could be relocated into the new com-

plex.   

One of the many suggestions was to relo-

cate Columbia Pike Library from the Ca-

reer Center complex at 8th Street and 

South Walter Reed Drive. One of the rea-

sons for such a move is that Arlington 

County Public Schools, which owns the 

library building, needs the space. How-

ever, the move would create a large area in 

Arlington without a nearby library.  

Diane Kresh, Director of Arlington County   

Public Libraries, brought this to our  

attention because some people have  

worried that  this move means the county 

intends to close the Glencarlyn Branch 

Library.  Kresh assured us that the county 

has no plans to close the Glencarlyn 

branch. 

Shhhh! County Noise Restrictions  

Did you know that a county noise ordi-

nance requires that sounds be reduced 

after 9 p.m., including weekends? 

In an attempt to foster good neighborly 

relationships, your GCA Executive Com-

mittee is encouraging everyone to be espe-

cially considerate of your neighbors with 

respect to noise in the evenings.  Sound 

travels surprisingly far in the still of the 

evening. 

The GCA has been contacted by a number 

of residents asking what they should do 

when noise ð such as loud music, talking 

and other outdoor activity ð continues 

well past 10 p.m. In some cases, the late 

noisy activities occur on a regular basis.  

If you are bothered by the noise and have 

a reasonably good relationship with your 

neighbors, you should try to discuss this 

with them. You may even ask other 

neighbors to also mention it.  

If that does not resolve the problem, you 

can contact the police to report the noise if 

it continues well past 9 p.m. It is best if 

the police come while the noise is occur-

ring so they can hear the level and discuss 

it with your neighbor.  

If you are planning to have a party, let 

your neighbors know in advance that 

there will be some noise and assure them

Sellers House on Julia Rhinehart Powell, 

who enlisted in the U.S. Navy in World 

War I when the United States first admit-

ted women into military service.  She and 

her husband, William, lived in the house 

from 1920 until she died in 1957.  She is 

buried at Arlington National Cemetery.

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Remembering Glencarlyn  

Glencarlynôs Wildlife

There were (and 
are) all sorts of 
wonderful bugs 
and animals here. 
The squirrels were 
the most numer-
ous, pesky and 
never caught 
(almost never).  

But there were other wondrous creatures. 
Rabbits, birds, snakes, turtles, salaman-
ders, walking sticks, praying mantises, 
flying squirrels, raccoons, once or twice a 
few deer, a ground hog, box turtles and 
assorted other curious visitors (actually 
residents) of our early community.  

The two streams that run on either side of 
the neighborhood with their other small 
tributaries and meet just below the George 
Washington marker wereðand areða very 
attractive and peaceful setting for our 
wildlife.  

Each stream had its own ecosystem.  Four 
Mile Run and Lubber Run streams seemed 
murkier. The sand had more sediment in 
it, although the flow of water was a third 
more than the Long Branch stream (on the 
south side of the village) that runs down 
from the Seven Corners area.  

We built dams on both streams using logs 
and stones and other assorted ñlocal or-
ganicò materials. We were lazy and pri-
marily built the dams for our amusement 
and to make a large enough pool to swim 
in, the only air -conditioning we had.  

ñWater skippersò appeared whenever we 
built a dam. These four legged bugs floated 
on the top of the water and scooted around 
on the surface tension, lazing in the sun 
and enjoying their lives.  

In the water were the crayfish, shy little 
shrimp -like animals that lived under the 
rocks of the stream. We would move rocks 
to make the dams or just to see what was 
there. About every fifth rock would be the 
resting place of a crayfish. When we 
moved their  rock, they would scoot for 
another place of shelter.  

Tadpoles, the pre-frog amphibians, were 
in abundance. You can still see them down 
at Willow Point by the bike trail today. 
There were also minnows. They never 
grew very big but you could see them in 
little schools in deeper shady areas of the 

streams.  

The WORST critter I ran into in the water 
was the Wolf spider. These little devils 
grab a bunch of air and dive under water 
and build a nest at the bottom of the pool. 
Weôd be building a dam and Iôd grab an 
underwater rock and the next thing Iôd see 
is this two-inch black, hairy spider floating 
on top of the water right next to me. This 
usually led to my ñwalking on waterò rou-
tine to get out of the stream. I was told 
they didnôt bite and were good for the 
stream. Fat chance Iôd believe that! 

Other creatures  

The rabbits were furry and cute and very 
reproductive. My great aunts had a run-
ning battle with these destroyers of their 
gardens. They ate a great deal of the vege-
tables and some of the flowers, and they 
either dug under or leaped over the 
chicken wire fences my aunts put up.  

Box turtles also were a problem. They just 
slowly trudged into the garden and ate 
strawberries. A low fence kept them at 
bay, most of the time.  

Praying mantises and walking sticks were 
always fun. A walking stick is just that. It 
looks like a stick with scrawny legs stick-
ing out. Itôs slow, but it does eat small in-
sects and is good for the garden.  

The praying mantis is a protected bug in 
Virginia. Itôs illegal to kill it. They come in 
brown cocoons that can sometimes be 
found on the tips of fresh Christmas trees. 

If you find one on a Christmas tree, take it 
carefully off and put it in the garden (on a 
bush using some grocery store ties). If you 
donôt, you might end up with more at 
Christmas (or before) than you had bar-
gained for. 

I took a praying mantis cocoon to  
Kenmore to show my science teacher . 
Afterward, I put it in my locker and forgot 
it. There were small air holes in the school 
lockers; and over the weekend, with the 
warm school temperature, the cocoon 
thought summer had come and hatched. 
When I got to school on Monday, the first 
hint of trouble came from the screaming 
that could be heard up and down the hall 
for fifty feet on either side of my locker. 
There must have been a thousand little 
praying mantises in that cocoon. And they 
all hatched that weekend and went explor-
ing. We had many lawbreakers on that 
Monday morning. Nobody ever figured out 
who the perpetrator was.  

Probably the most intrusive critters we ran 
into were the raccoons. These urban adap-
tors lived trouble free in our neighbor-

hood. They still do.  

One crisp winter morning my family was 
in the dining room at breakfast when we 
heard some strange noises in the living 
room. We went in and found a twenty 
pound raccoon on the built -in book 
shelves. It had fallen down or climbed
