With your Village View, you are receiving an Important 

Neighborhood Survey created by the Joint Glencarlyn /Forest 

Glen Task Force.  The results of this survey will be used to pre-

pare a report our neighborhoods will present to Arlington 

County as the Board, Arlington County Public Schools and the 

County Planning Department consider options for use of the 

Virginia Hospital Center property on Carlin Springs Road

ñStrengthening Familiesò 

Carlin Springs E.S , Veronica Dal Dosso together with DHS, and 

Carisa Pineda are running a program entitled ñStrengthening 

Familiesò. The objective of this program is to help our parents 

set goals for the future, prevent early experimentation with drugs 

and alcohol, and improve communication at home.  

About 30 families from different Arlington schools are partici-

pating in this 14ðweek training, which provides a catered dinner 

and childcare. Parents and children practice together new skills 

learned in their separate groups, such as parent/child bonding, 

communication, family organization and management, and 

problem solving.  

This program is a fun and engaging opportunity to talk about 

family strength and what they would like to improve upon their 

home. 

Among many significant outcomes of this program, we highlight 

increased positive parenting, parent supervision and involve-

ment, and increased child social skills. 

Carlin Springs E.S. Science Saturday  

On April 16, 18 led by our ESOL/HILT teacher and 5th Grade 

Team Leader Amy Graha,  fifth-grade students from Carlin 

Springs E.S. and a group of dedicated volunteers participated in 

Science Saturday.   As part of the experiments, the students 

launched a balloon rocket, made a pendulum, explored ways to 

reduce friction or compared the distances a simple catapult can 

project different kinds of projectiles.    

With the help of a mentor -scientist, students formulated a hy-

pothesis, identified independent and dependent variables, col-

lected and recorded data and drew conclusions.  Then the stu-

dents met in small groups to describe what they had learned and 

give a quick demonstration.   

Science Saturday is one ways that 5th grade teachers are helping 

students master the challenging vocabulary of the scientific proc-

ess as well as to deepen their understanding of 5th grade science 

concepts.  Members of the MIT Club of Washington DC once 

again were excellent mentors and made the experience a memo-

rable one for all of the students.
