Street Pavement Conditions  

The December Village View reported that 

Glencarlyn resident Tom Jonson had 

compiled a list of pot holes in the 

neighborhood, which he sent to the  

Water/Sewer/Streets Bureau  of the  

Arlington Department of Environment 

Services (DES). Undoubtedly that list will 

need to be substantially updated after the 

particularly harsh winter.  

Tom also requested that the county pro-

vide to GCA the pavement condition index 

(PCI) for the streets in Glencarlyn. DES 

recently sent us the list, which we will put 

on glencarlyn.org.  

The PCI is an assessment done on a rotat-

ing basis so each block of each street is 

evaluated every three years. This is used 

as one of the factors for determining street 

maintenance (other than pothole repair 

and major upgrades).  The ratings go from 

0 to 100, with low scores needing the most 

repair.  

Glencarlyn has 13 blocks with ratings be-

tween 90 &100;  22 blocks between 80 & 

90; 12 blocks between 60 & 79; 5 blocks 

between 40 & 60; and six blocks with less 

than 40 points.   

The eight worst blocks on the PCI list (in 

street order) are: 1st Street east of Ken-

singtonð23; 2nd Street from Jefferson to 

Kensington and then to Lexingtonð28 & 

14;  3rd Street from Harrison to Illinois ð

49; 4th Street from Jefferson to Kensing-

tonð45 ; Harrison from 3rd to 4th ð8 ; 

Illinois from 3rd to 4th ð20; Jefferson 

from 4th to 5th ð33.   

The blocks with scores over 80 are those 

with recently completed  curb -and-gutter 

projects or relatively new streets.

The Census does not share personal infor-

mation with anyone or any government 

organization, such as the FBI, IRS, police, 

immigration and welfare agencies, etc.

Meeting with the Board  

The Arlington County Civic Federation, of 

which GCA is a member, has organized a 

series of small group meetings of 10 asso-

ciation presidents with the Arlington 

County Board Chairman and another 

board member. 

On January 28, I represented Glencarlyn 

at a session with Chairman Jay Fissette 

and Chris Zimmerman. We discussed a 

number of topics, many with a specific 

neighborhood focus such as traffic,  

parking and issues with commercial  

establishments.   

We had two main concerns: 1) the poten-

tial affect of the fiscal 2011 budget on li-

brary hours at Glencarlyn; and 2) prob-

lems that arose on the sidewalk neighbor-

hood conservation project on the 5600 

block of 3rd Street.  

We reminded board members that the 

library is a high priority to Glencarlyn. 

Representatives from Aurora Hills and 

Cherrydale, who were also present at that 

session, concurred with the concern.   

On the sidewalk and related issues, Fisette 

actually listed a number of the concerns 

that we raised in our Dec. 1, 2009, letter to 

the County Manager with copies to the 

Board (see the GCA website for letter).  He 

wants to look at the processes which led to 

some of those problems.

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Remembering Glencarlyn  

Houses in the Woods 
By David Backus 

There were several 

houses in the 

woods. Some are 

still around and 

some are not.  

The ones that are 

still around are:  

ð ñThe Gablesò at the north end of Ken-

sington Street; 

ð the Jarboe house at 5426 S. 5th St. (now 

owned by Greg Hall); 

ð the Backus house at 5432 S. 5th St. ; 

ð the Long Branch Nature Center 

(originally the Hickman house at 5500 S. 

6th St. and now 625 S. Carlin Springs 

Road); 

ð the Stetson house (now across from the 

Glencarlyn Library).  

Built in the 1800s, The Gables is a won-

derful house that got caught between the 

neighborhood and the ñnew county road,ò 

Route 50. Before Route 50 was put in, the 

Gables overlooked the stream at the bot-

tom of the hill, and the only real noises 

came from the birds and the occasional 

trolley or train 

using the W&OD 

line. It has some 

wonderful plant-

ings around the 

house put in by its 

owners over the 

years.  

The Jarboe house, 

along with the 

Backus house, 

was at the end of 

the road on 5th 

Street. The origi-

nal access to the 

Jarboeôs house 

was across the 

front of the 

Backus house, 

which is why itôs 

so hard to grow 

grass in that area. 

These houses 

were built in the 

late 1800s to early 

1900s, with addi-

tions completed 

over time. 

Henry Jarboe had dogs in a kennel down 

on the ñpoint,ò which was a high ridge 

going southeast toward the park. His was 

the last house on the block on the south 

side of 5th Street. He sold this land in the 

late 1950s to a developer and the ópointô 

was bulldozed and houses put into the 

resulting cul de sac, which is South Harri-

son Street.  

The Jarboe and Backus houses didnôt 

move. The neighborhood just encom-

passed their existing locations.  

The Hickman House (covered in an earlier 

article, ñThe Bird Lady of Glencarlynò) had 

access to the neighborhood through the 

south end of Jefferson Street. Arlington 

County purchased this house of approxi-

mately 1,300 square feet and the six-acre 

property in the 1960s, converting the 

house into the Long Branch Nature Center 

on November 11, 1972.  

The county completed an addition on the 

south side of the house when the house 

was converted to the Nature Center.  

The Hickman house and six-acre property, 

together with the rest of Glencarlyn Park 

(97+ acres), is currently on the Arlington 

real estate assessment books as having a 

value of $72 millionðdown from $84 mil-

lion prior to the recent real estate crash. 

The Stetson house (covered in an earlier 

article, ñThe Moving Houseò) was in the 

center of the Northern Virginia Doctors 

Hospital site. It was first moved from that 

site to a place at the bottom of the hill, and 

from there it was moved to its present lo-

cation across from the library. There was 

another, larger house in the same area, but 

it was torn down when the hospital came 

in.  

There are three houses left on the list. Ac-

tually, they, like the other Stetson house, 

are  gone except in memory. Two of these 

houses were on either side of the road that 

is now used to enter the Nature Center 

(pictured below).  

One house was located on the south side of 

Long Branch Creek, tucked away in a little 

nook on the hill overlooking the stream. 

This was built on a cement slab by the 

Myers. The house was one story high, with 

a footprint of about 1,500 square feet.  

To get to the house, you came in from 

Carlin Springs Road (it was all gravel and 

dirt as pictured below) and took the fork to 

the right to cross a short bridge that went 

over the stream and up 

the hill to the house.  

This dirt and gravel 

road did not go around 

to the Hickman house 

until the Park Author-

ity closed the Jefferson 

Street entrance and 

opened the paved en-

trance that exists now.  

After several severe 

storms, the Myerôs 

bridge washed away 

and another entrance 

from the other side of 

the stream was created 

using 7th Street.  The 

house finally was sold 

to the park and only a 

squared off flat piece of 

land and a few steel 

posts remain to outline 

the area where the 

Myer house existed on 

the hill.
