each other to more structured non-profits
with paid staff who help identify and ar-
range for needed services.

- There are currently no Village Groups or
networks in Arlington, perhaps because
Arlington County provides a relatively
broad array of services to seniors com-
pared to other areas. However, there are
a number of gaps between what is pro-
vided by the county and other organiza-
tions and what would be helpful or
needed by some seniors to be able to live
