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The   

New School at Kenmore / Carlin Springs Site  

Those of you not subscribing to the Glencarlyn Updates, may not have seen 

the recent information about the likelihood of construction of a new school. 

At the March 28 Arlington Public Schoolôs Community Update on 

Construction, the discussion was only about Option D, which includes 

construction of a new elementary school on the Kenmore/Carlin Springs 

site. That option, which focuses on the next five years, also includes a new 

elementary school on the Williamsburg Middle School site and additions to 

Ashlawn, McKinley and ATS. The new school at Kenmore/Carlin Spring 

would be a County-wide choice program, focus yet to be determined.  

At the April 2, 2012 Glencarlyn Citizensô Association meeting a resolution 

was introduced and passed unanimously stating: 

The Glencarlyn Citizens' Association requests the Arlington School Board 

to remove the Kenmore / Carlin Springs location as a possible site for 

construction of a new school. We request that as an alternative, the School 

Board strongly pursue alternate locations for new construction, possibly 

using other properties from the County. The addition of a fourth school, 

particularly a choice school, will substantially increase the current serious 

traffic congestion in the neighborhood with one -third more bus and 

automobile trips to the schools, will result in a substantial loss of green 

space and will create other negative impacts.  

The Glencarlyn Citizens' Association further requests that if it is 

determined that no alternate locations are available, the Arlington School 

Board agrees to have staff work with the community to determine that 

satisfactory solutions do exist to mitigate the key concerns of the 

community and that the School Board agrees to implement those solutions 

as part of the plan. Specifically, traffic safety, adequate traffic entrance 

and egress and adequate parking for all anticipated uses of the facility

New School Construction  

The article which starts on the front page summarizes what has been 

going on. The addition of a fourth school in the neighborhood could 

have some very significant impacts to the neighborhood in traffic, 

pedestrian safety, parking and open space. Based on the vote at the 

April GCA meeting, Glencarlyn is serious about either not having the school in the 

neighborhood or if it is going to happen, ensure that the impact on the neighborhood 

is a small as possible. I have spent many hours writing letters, emails, on the phone 

and in meeting on this topic, and expect this will continue for a while. I would like to 

thank Randy Krug, our Secretary, who has agreed to be contact person for the next 

couple of months on this project. We are making an effort to update the website with 

the current information and correspondence. We are also sharing information 

regularly by Glencarlyn Updates. If you are at all interested, please stay informed and 

participate  in the meetings.  

Manchester and Arlington Boulevard Intersection  

Jeremy Watson, of Arlingtonôs Division of Transportation, joined us at the April 2 GCA 

meeting.  The County will be redoing the intersection at Arlington Boulevard and 

Manchester Street. After a short presentation, Mr. Watson lead a discussion on 

specific concerns about the intersection, both as it exists now and what the 

preliminary plans show.  We will be hearing back from the Transportation staff late 

this year with a more specific plan, incorporating the concerns raised by the neighbors.  

One area of particular concern was the western end of the service road just before 

Manchester; one suggestion was to widen the service road to allow school busses to  

turn into it while vehicles are wait to make a right turn onto Manchester/Arlington 

Blvd.  

Carlin Hall Renovations  

I have been reporting on the progress of the renovation planning each month, so I am 

not going to cover much what was said before.  We do want everyone to know that 

Carlin Hall and all of the grounds will be closed starting on June 4th  and 

will stay closed for the entire period of the construction. What started as replacement 

of deteriorating siding (all from the 1980's repairs), windows and doors with an eight 

week schedule continues to grow with each assessment of the structure. In March it 

was determined that the structure of the roof was weak and created a substantial sag in 

the center under the cupola. In early April some siding was removed to assess the 

integrity of the structure of the walls; some additional problems were identified there. 

Design work on structural repairs and reinforcement are being developed.  The full 

extent of the problem won't be known until early June after all of the siding is 

removed.  At this time, the County hopes to have the work completed by the beginning 

of September, but we will have to wait and see.

Ideas for Historic Attire  

John & Elizabeth Ball were colonial farmers (1750).  They had 5 

daughters: Stacy, Mary, Milly and Winifred are the names we 

know.  Examples of the Ballôs clothing can be seen in the house, 

open every Saturday 1:00ð4:00 pm.  

William Carlin (about 1775) was tailor to many early notables, 

including George Washington.  Carlinôs suits would be more 

urban than Ballôs farming clothes. 

Carlinôs grandchildren, Anne and Andrew, built the Victorian 

part of the house.  They ran the property as a dairy farm and 

had a milk route into DC in the 1870ôs.

 The first ñcommunity centerò in Arlington County, Carlin 

Hall, was erected in 1892 by the lot owners in Glencarlyn 

who formed the Carlinsô Hall Association. It was first 

named Curtis Hall after the co-founder of Glencarlyn, 

however. the name evolved over the years into ñCarlin 

Hall.ò It was used as a church, school, library, dance hall, 

meeting room and theater. 

The Church (St. Johnôs) was not built until sometime after 

1910 so Curtis Hall was used as the meeting place on 

Sunday mornings after 1892. Curtis Hall was much more 

preferable to the Pavilion in the park that was used from 

1872 to 1892. If a dance were held in the Hall on Saturday 

night, it was OVER at twelve and the room rearranged for 

the Sunday services. 

When the Hall was built, there was no water nor sewer 

service into the community. A well was hand dug that supplied 

the Hall for many years. The well was located forty feet from the 

NW corner of the building (where the sandbox is now located). 

The well was discontinued in the 50ôs. Mr. Hedrick and Mrs. 

Vertiz (early residents of Glencarlyn) remembered where it had 

been located and a small hardy group of residents tried to find 

the old well to supply water to the community garden at the 

library. We found the pipe from the well to the building in the 

basement of the Hall. Using modern tracing equipment we 

followed the pipe to its termination into the well but the well, 

instead of being just capped, had been filled with dirt.  

Glencarlynôs education ñsystemò started first by using homes in 

Glencarlyn. This was not acceptable. A ñNew School Houseò was 

built in 1906 located at the end of 4th St. The foundation of that 

school crumbled and was not used after 1916. Finally in 1920 

the school operations were brought into the Curtis / Carlin Hall 

and stayed there until 1953. This was a one room school for 

grades 1-6.     My family went up to the school - Hall to watch 

my oldest brother, Billy and his multi grade matriculating 

colleagues, march triumphantly from the old one room school 

house (Carlin Hall) to the new Glencarlyn Elementary School, 

located where the old Kenmore Jr. High School was. 

The library function was also another use of the building. It was 

a catch as catch can operation ï you had to be there when the 

hall was open or get someone to open the Hall and help check in 

or out your book. The Hall served this purpose, from its early 

years (late 1890ôs) until the Burdette Library was built in 1923 

and opened in 1924. The original library was funded by General 

Burdette and held by the Glencarlyn Community Trust until 

1959 when it was officially turned over to Arlington County.  

Over the years Carlin Hall has needed repairs, the latest being 

the exterior painting / refurbishing to be done later this year 

(2012). The old tin roof was attended to five years ago and 

SEEMS to be holding for the time being. The cellar (hand dug in 

1892) is reflective of the 1890 construction consisting of a 

ñrubleò foundation ï a combination of stone and mortar that 

seems sound enough although it is somewhat moist, low 

ceilinged (by todayôs standards) and doesnôt allow for safe 

storage of our pancake ñgriddlesò during the long lull between 

the June Glencarlyn Day pancake breakfast celebrations. 

Today Carlin Hall still figures prominently in our communityôs 

functions. During nine months of the year it is used by the 

Glencarlyn Citizenôs Association (GCA) as a meeting place on 

the first Monday of each month at 7:30pm. These meetings 

cover a wide variety of topics of interest to the community. It is 

also used for community parties at Halloween and Christmas, 

as well as other community picnics and get - togethers. During 

the school year the Hall rings with the sound of children in the
