Li brary Coll ection Box Wc

The U.S. Postal Service says the Glencar-
lyn mail collection box is staying put.

Those of you using the collection box in
front of the Glencarlyn Library may have
noticed that the collection schedule is
blank. Some residents worried that this
might be a signal that the box is slated for
removal from the neighbor-
hood.

But Postal Service officials
say there are no plans to
remove the collection box.

One official told Glencarlyn
resident David Backus that
the current collection box
will be replaced, most likely
by a box identical in style.
Thus, it is highly unlikely
we will get a box with a
drive-by slot for mailing
letters from a vehicle.

A postal official told Sue Auerbach, who
contacted the Postal Service on behalf of
the neighborhood, that a new collection
schedule will be posted soon, though this
has not happened as of press time.
