Soaker hoses are
also an efficient way to water, as long as
they are not left on and water is not run-
ning into the street or down sidewalks. If
you use a sprinkler, try turning it on less
hard so that the water comes out in drop-
lets instead of a fine spray.

Recent Legislation offers a tax credit for
First Time Buyers

If you are a first time home buyer (classified as
individual s who
last three years), and it is your primary resi-
dence, you are eligible for a federal tax credit
of $7,500 or 10 percent of the purchase price,
whichever is smaller. With a tax credit, you
subtract the credit amount from the total you
would otherwise pay to the Internal Revenue
Service. If you owe $1,500 and you qualify for
the credit, you would get a $6,000 refund.
There are two big catches, though. If you earn
a modified adjusted gross income of more than
$75,000, or $150,000 if you are married and
filing your tax return jointly, the credit starts to
phase out. For single people, it phases out
completely at $95,000 of annual income, while
for married people filing jointly, it phases out

at $170,000.

Redefinition of Jumbo Loans

Under the new housing bill, Fannie Mae and
Freddie Mac have permanent authority to buy
h a v e n g bigger\oans id areas witlo high housing costse
(Temporary measures allow them to buy big-
ger loans, but those expire on Dec. 31.) They
can buy loans up to 115 percent of the local
median home price, though they cannot buy
any loans larger than $625,500 . Any larger
loan will generally be a jumbo loan, which will
cost more in interest. Loans up to $729,750
are available through Dec. 31, 2007.
